Each year over a hundred applications are brought into The Judge Advocate General’s Department as judge advocates.  Competition for these positions is keen.  The basic eligibility criteria and application procedures are as follows.

APPLICANTS MUST BE:

· Attending or a graduate of an American Bar Association accredited law school

· Admitted to practice before the highest court of any state or a federal court

· United States citizens

· Under the age of 35 on the day of commissioning

· Medically qualified prior to commissioning

· Within Air Force height and weight standards prior to commissioning
