Colonel John C. Casserino is the Deputy System Program Director for the Air and Space Operations Center (AOC) Weapon System at Hanscom Air Force Base, MA. As a part of the Battle Management Command, Control, and Communication parent unit, ESC/AC, he leads a 150-person team in the development, test, fielding, and sustainment of the Time Critical Target Functionality program and the Theater Battle Management Core System (TBMCS) for Air Force, Navy, Army, and Marine Corps users. These systems are the key components to the development and operation of 19 AOC sites worldwide. He is also responsible for AOC-related development and integration activities through a joint AFMC-ACC partnership called Combined Aerospace Operations Center-Experimental (CAOC-X). This innovative activity was jointly sponsored by Gen Jumper and Gen Lyles and is both a place and a process to rapidly develop and assess promising new initiatives for the AOC Weapon System.

Colonel Casserino entered the Air Force in May 1981 upon graduation from the United States Air Force Academy. At the Academy, Col Casserino completed two degrees in Astronautical Engineering and Engineering Sciences. Since graduation, he has served in a wide variety of space operations, operations analysis, research, development, acquisition, and training assignments, including a 3-year assignment to an overseas satellite operations site. He holds two Master of Science degrees, one from Stanford University and one from Michigan Technological University. Prior to his current assignment he served as the Commander, AF ROTC Detachment 400 at Michigan Technological University in Houghton Michigan, where he led over 80 cadets and a staff of 7 in the responsibility of recruiting, training and commissioning the next generation of Air Force officers. He became the Deputy System Program Director for the AOC WS in June 2003.
