Major Input A. Name distinguished herself in the performance of outstanding service to the United States as Chief, Operations Intelligence Division, Directorate of Intelligence, Electronic Systems Center, Hanscom Air Force Base, Massachusetts.  During this period, Major Name was the driving force behind establishing the Electronic Systems Center as the Air Force Materiel Command’s  “pace setter” for innovative intelligence support to acquisition.  She pioneered use of the Intelligence Counterpart Officer concept, providing each program offices with an extended staff for “on demand” intelligence support.  She initiated the Command’s first outsourced Intelligence Support Plan, reducing development time on the Information Operations Assessment Tool by 50 percent, saving six man months of effort.  This pilot program was so successful it was adopted as a Major Command “best practice” and accepted by Air Staff as a standard method of streamlining intelligence support.  When an emerging threat to Airborne Warning and Control Systems was identified, she marshaled intelligence community resources, alerted the program office and operational users and led the effort to implement necessary countermeasures.  Air Staff analysts evaluating this threat development personally sought her bottomline assessment, prior to briefing the Chief of Staff of the Air Force. The singularly distinctive accomplishments of Major Name reflect great credit upon herself and the United States Air Force.
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
